Winx Club Vs 4Kids Winx Club

Episode 1:

The episode opens up with a view over Gardenia and then fades into the view of the sketches that Bloom has drawn, then is tricked out of bed by her mother making her think she’s late for school.  Of course she’s on vacation, so after a moment of confusion with her getting washed and dressed, goes back to bed, though her mother tells her she should go to bed earlier.  Bloom said she was reading and her mum picks up a book on faeries, makes a remark about it, then says that now she’s on vacation, she can come help in the shop. (Fades out)

(Fades in)  Blooms dad ducks down the newspaper (which you can actually READ…. sorta! It’s just a random batch of letters, which makes the edit 4Kids did even more pointless) to greet Bloom.  Bloom complains that she doesn’t want to work in the shop whiles school’s out and that she’d like to go some places with her friends.  Her dad says that when she is old enough, she can go wherever she wants, Bloom remarks that her friends go by themselves and that it would be the best present she could have.  Her mum says “Well, speaking of presents, we’ve got a little surprise for you”, Bloom rushes outside with glee, to come across a new bicycle, her parents come out as well to see her off, Bloom looking somewhat disappointed gets on and rides off.  Her mum remarks that Bloom must’ve been expecting something more sophisticate like a scooter, but her dad says that they are much too dangerous and expensive, but her mum says that they could start to put some money aside and get her one next time (scene entriely cut out from the 4Kids version). (Fades out)

(Fades in) Bloom walking down the road, reviewing her life and then comes across Mitsy.  Mitsy enquires if Bloom will be vacationing in Gardenia, Bloom tells her that they will be going away, Mitsy remarks that it will be the same beach that she always go to, then rubs in the fact that she has a brand new scooter.  Bloom leaves riding on her bike (which is where the 4Kids version comes in) stopping in the park for an apple, whilst Kiko goes off to play.  Not more than a bite of her apple, Kiko comes back scared witless, Bloom asks what’s wrong, Kiko gets her to follow him, Bloom follows and comes across an opening in the trees.  There she sees Stella blast some Ghouls with her ‘Rising Sun’ attack (Rising Sunburst in 4Kids version), Knut watching from the shade of the trees.  Bloom asks Kiko if he saw what just happened, Kiko faints.  Stella blasts some more Ghouls with her ‘Solar Wind’ attack (Solar Wind Blast in 4Kids version… the original was fine, so why bother with any of the name changes?  Completely pointless), one of the Ghouls gets hit into Knut's hand, which he crushes.  Stella warns them to leave or they will face the power of the ‘Sun & Moon Faery’ (in the 4Kids version she says the power of Solaria will flatten them), Knut charges at Stella (just growls, makes no remark about flattening her), knocking her over.  Knut orders the Ghouls to hold her down (in the 4Kids version, the holding down sequences is reversed… no I don’t know why either), takes her sceptre and leans over to mock her, Bloom then steps in and tells him to back off or else, but then sanity settles in and she has second thoughts.  Knut confronts her and orders the Ghouls to attack (though in 4Kids version, Knut grabs her and Bloom blasts him away), but when they do, Bloom eliminates them with a shield blast (4Kids version, this scene occurs after she blasts Knut).  One of the Ghouls gets behind Kiko, but Bloom whacks it one with a stick, Knut comes up behind her and grabs her by the hands, knocking the stick away (which is the reason why the way 4Kids put these scenes round does not work or make sense), Bloom cries out “Oh noooo” and blasts the area with a Dragon Fire attack. Stella propping herself up remarks it was a powerful attack, gets to her feet and retrieves her staff off the floor, goes over to Bloom and asks her if she is OK, Bloom looks up to Stella glowing in the sunlight (no mentioning of Winx anywhere in this scene folks).  Knut is back and angry (not laughing like in the 4Kids version) but Stella says that now she’s got her staff back, she’s not afraid of him anymore, blasts him and remarks that she is returning the favour from him knocking her over before.  The Ghouls start to attack again, Bloom cries out and Stella blasts them away into a pile, one of the Ghouls bites off a piece of Blooms trousers and retreats with Knut and the rest of them.  Stella faints after a moment from exhaustion and Bloom takes care of her.  (Fades out)

(Fades in) Knut is summoned by the Trix to explain why he has failed (notice how out of sequence this is making the 4Kids version look), he reports that he had the staff but an Earthling messed the whole thing up and that she was very powerful, they ask for her description, but he didn’t have his glasses on so he couldn’t say.  One of the Trix calls him a dolt for not wearing them and comments on how useless he is, but he tells them that one of the Ghouls grabbed a piece of her clothing and to a Hunting Troll it was important clue.  They tell him to go back and not let them down. (Fades out)

(Fades in)  It’s nighttime; Bloom tries to explain to her parents what happened, of course they don’t believe her story.  Stella wakes up and explains who and what she is and where she was going, thinking she is loco Bloom’s dad goes to phone the police but Stella changes it to a carrot and lettuce, stopping him in his tracks.  Stella tells her parents how Bloom saved her with magic, Bloom couldn’t explain why, but Stella remarks that faeries don’t have to know how they just do.  Hearing this, Bloom is quite ecstatic and Stella asks if she has registered for the new program at Alfea Castle, Bloom’s dad still not believing what he is hearing (no mentioning of Bloom going to another realm by her dad). (Fades out)

(Fades in) Knut with the Troll and Ghouls appear in some factory, Knut tells the Troll to do its thing, which proceeds to lead Knut and the Ghouls out of the factory (which is cut out from the 4Kids version, for no reason at all as far as I can see).  A flying leaf covers the screen for a moment, then we are in Bloom’s room, which Stella and Bloom enter.  Stella takes a look at the drawings Bloom has done (did I mention that Bloom is a sketch artist?… well she is!!) and says how amazing they are (not that Bloom should bring it with her to Alfea), but apologises for being a bit nosey.  Bloom assures her that is OK, but that she still does not understand what happened in the park, Stella says that she should be proud of what she did and that magic such as hers are a way of life and perfectly normal.  Bloom asks if her world is like in her book of Faeries, though Stella says that it’s much nicer in the book, Bloom remarks that it depends on the person’s point of view but she still couldn’t get over what happened in the park.  Stella points out that feelings such as fear, have summoned up the magical powers within her and that they were always there but she never knew, that she needed to concentrate as with her power she could do anything (still no mentioning of Winx in this scene).  Stella uses her magic to merge the coloured pencils into one large one and asks Bloom to put them back the way they were, she can’t and gets a little depressed and sits on her bed.  Stella says that she should come along to Alfea and join the new classes to help control her powers and that she was sure she’d make a great Faery (no, nothing about zapping ogres or anything like that).  Bloom asks about Alfea and Stella tells her that it’s in the enchanted realm of Magi, a place in time and space where everything is possible.  Stella asks if she would like to see for herself and creates a Bottomless Postcard (not an Express Portal people), Stella steps onto the card and begins to sink into it, she then tells Bloom to follow her. (Cuts out)

(Cuts in) Outside in a darkened alley, Knut emerges with the Troll and Ghouls, the Troll informs him that her smell is strong and there are two faeries. Back in Bloom’s room, she disappears through the portal, outside; the Troll looses their scent.  They all run away when they hear voices coming the house, Bloom’s parents are disgussing what’s just happened, her mother dispels her dads disbelief in the events and that if it’s her true nature who were they to stop her (this conversation is cut out from here in the 4Kids version).  Stella and Bloom are in realm of Magix and shows her Alfea (4Kids inserted a musical scene here, showing the inside of the school, also about Red Fountain and Cloud Tower), Bloom is a little concerned about her school in Gardenia and that everything was happening so fast, but Stella tells her that she will have to go, with or without her (nothing about inviting the RF guys to Bloom’s house), Bloom says she will sleep on it, asks how they will get back and Stella instructs her to just jump, they appear back in Bloom’s room.  Outside, the Troll catches their scent again and points out their location, Knut congrats the Troll on his work and that they will surprise the family from the back (this is probably the only scene in the entire episode that the 4Kids version comes closest to matching the original). Kiko is playing in the kitchen, but spies the Ghouls in the window, darts into the lounge to try alert Bloom’s parents attention, though they just think he’s hungry.  Seeing they can’t understand him, he runs back into the kitchen, to try stopping the door from opening, he can’t do it alone, so he piles stuff in front of it, but it all gets knocked down.  Bloom’s parents call to Kiko thinking he is destroying the kitchen, but the Troll and Ghouls break down the door startling them, the Troll enters the lounge and breaks the couch.  Having heard the commotion, Stella and Bloom come downstairs to confront them, Stella cries out “Solaria” and transforms into her faery form, the Troll moves towards her (pointlessly cut out of the 4Kid version), she fly’s over and kicks him in the face.  Knut mocks the Troll about getting beaten by a blonde, but she says she’s no ordinary blonde. Stella then tells Bloom they need to split them up to win, Bloom decides to lead the Ghouls outside, Knut remarks that she will need to get ready to lick his boots, Bloom’s parents escape through the window.

Outside, Bloom is confronting the Ghouls, when a bucket seems to walk over to her; she picks it up but doesn’t see anything on the floor, though when she lifts it up, Kiko is hiding inside (this bit is cut from the 4Kids version… no idea why, it was rather funny), she drops the bucket (Kiko still inside) and moments later, Knut is blasted out of the window and squashes the Ghouls.  Stella is thrown out through the other window, Bloom goes over and asks if she is OK, she says that she is fine and that she has called the Specialists, Bloom is bemused.  The Troll breaks through the doorframe and comes towards them; the scene cuts to inside Mitsy’s lounge where she is trying to watch TV and remarks she can’t hear over the noise (again, pointlessly removed from the 4Kids version), back to outside, the Troll continues towards the girls.  When the Troll begins to overshadow Bloom and Stella, a whip line wraps around the Troll’s neck (though for some reason, 4Kids edited the line to appear as if it were going around its shoulders), letting out a big roar (though again, more very pointless dialogue by 4Kids was inserted instead). The guys discuss about what they are to do with the Troll, though Riven asks that shouldn’t they have a bit of fun first, though Sky tells him not be so cocky as it was their first mission, but no sooner he does, Riven is pulled by the Troll, Sky makes a snide remark (nothing about swashbuckling camp or anything lame like that), then slamming him onto the ground in front of Bloom and Stella.  Having defeated Riven, the Troll goes off to fight the other Specialists; Brandon uses his shield to protect himself and the others, barks over to Sky to help (no, not about what they learned about dealing with Trolls… more pointless dialogue by 4Kids).  Sky uses his sword to break the ground beneath the Troll, Timmy then uses his weapon to fire ant the Troll’s feet, causing a small explosion and making the Troll fall in the crevice (OK, just to make it clear, ignore all the dialogue in the 4Kids dub, it’s just plain wrong… and naff).  Brandon congratulates him but remands that it’s not over yet as there are the Ghouls to handle.  Bloom and Stella smile at Riven as he gets up, he fights off a barrage of Ghouls but his sent flying by Knut, he turns to confront the others, but Bloom and Stella blast him from behind (ignore all the dialogue please, it’s just pointless rubbish).  Knut gets to his feet and is backed up by his remaining Ghouls, though Riven stands in his ways, wipes away the scrapes on his cheek, Knut looks around for the Troll, but is still down the crevice (Stella doesn’t say anything here), he sees that he is surrounded and then uses his powers to escape.  Stella introduces the Specialists to Bloom, the Troll finally makes it out of the crevice, Sky puts a special collar around the Troll’s neck, and Bloom’s parents come out of hiding.  The Troll is raised into the air by the gravity control in the collar, the guys bid Bloom and Stella farewell as they disappear through a portal (didn’t I say before? Ignore all 4Kids dialogue). (Fades out)

(Fades in) Daybreak, Bloom’s dad is sweeping up the mess from the nights action, Stella says that it’d be easier and faster for her to do it by magic, though he says he’d rather do it his way.  Bloom and her mother enter the lounge to announce that she will be going with Stella to the Realm of Magix at Alfea Castle, her dad tells her to call when she gets there and that he can’t believe that he’s actually agreed to her going, etc etc (again nothing about them seeing the school first, or any of the junk from the 4Kids dub).  Bloom says that she will miss them whilst she’s away, but her dad then says that they will accompany her there and that he would like to see this dimension for themselves (nothing about broomsticks, or any other travel arrangements).  Bloom asks Stella if that would be OK, though Stella says that it is against the rules, but that rules were made to be broken (nothing about her sceptre or anything else in the pointless dialogue by 4Kids), of which, she then opens a portal and she with Bloom and her parents… oh and Kiko too!  With a sweeping shot of Alfea, the portal opens up and they all land, almost safely (btw, the music in the 4Kid dub was changed to some horrid skank of a tune), Bloom’s parents are gobsmacked at the their new surroundings, Stella beckons them on and that classes were about to begin!!  A sweeping overview shot of Alfea School of Magic the episode is over!

End Of Episode 1 

Episode 2: Welcome To Magix (which does make more sense than the 4Kids title ‘More Than High School’ wouldn’t you agree?)

Episode begins with a sweeping shot over Alfea, then to a medium range shot of the gates opening to let some students into the courtyard (but was taken out and edited into the first ep when Stella first shows Bloom the castle…. which makes no sense, afterall, why would students be showing up to a closed school? Dumb huh?!). Bloom’s parents are amazed by the new realm, here mum points to the school and asks Bloom if she is excited, then her dad starts to walk towards the school, but bumps into an invisible wall.  He tries to push through but can’t, her mum comes over and feels for the wall, though when Bloom tries, she just goes right on through with no problems…. so does Kiko (hint alert).  She asks Stella if it was her doing, but Stella tells them about the barrier and makes it visible with her magic and apologises to Bloom’s parents, for they can go no further.  Bloom walks out of the barrier, which opens up for her (now this scene get cut out and replaced by that awful slide show, which is basically a big spoiler, completely unnecessary); she hugs her parents and says their farewells.  Her dad tells Kiko to keep an eye on her. Stella whispers to Bloom that they have to get going; she then takes off her ring and throws it into the air calling out “Solaria” (nope, not “Sun Power”), which changes into the sceptre, she swipes it in the direction of Bloom’s parents, who then disappear in two pillars of light (she definitely does not say that cheesy “Transportus back homus” line, just “Have a nice trip”).  Stella gives Bloom her final chance to turn back, but her mind is made up and she is staying. Stella transforms her sceptre back into a ring, Bloom picks up her suitcase and gives it a patting, they both walk through the barrier, and then Bloom smiles at screen (yah, the cute smile bit got cut for the 4Kids version). (fades out)

Stella and Bloom walk through the gates into the courtyard, Bloom remarks on how gorgeous the place is, but Stella tells her not to let that distract her.  Bloom enquires about the lady in the yard, Stella tells Bloom that the lady’s name is Griselda, Head of Discipline.  Griselda takes the name of a girl called Eleanor of Delona, who is very nervous; Griselda sends her on her way after finding her name on the list of new students and then calls out “NEEXT”.  Bloom then gets concerned as she is definitely not on the list, but Stella reassures her that everything is OK, as she had a letter from the Princess of Callisto (no, not Vallisto) informing the school that she would be unable to attend.  Stella tares up the letter and scatters it to the wind, Bloom is unsure about being dishonest, though Stella pushes her on saying that it was too late to turn back.  Stella greets Ms Griselda; who is surprised to see her back after the commotion of the last year that got her expelled, Stella remarks that she does not give up that easily (nothing about her parents donating a new computer lab, that’s just more pointless 4Kids dialogue changes).  Ms Griselda asks Stella who her friend is, and Stella introduces Bloom as the Princess of Callisto. After a short tense moment, Griselda lets them in, and whilst walking to the steps of the main entrance Bloom asks Stella about what happened the previous year, though Stella reassures her that it was nothing and that Ms Griselda just loves to dramatize.  Upstairs in one of the classrooms, Professors DuFour and Professor Palladium are commenting on the new students (again, the dialogue in the 4Kids version has been pointlessly changed), though Professor Wizgiz is behind them and can’t see a thing.  Wizgiz changes into a sort of rabbit and hops on DuFour’s shoulder, causing her to faint, Palladium tells him that he should be more careful with his transformations (nothing about his new transformation skills, AS HE IS ALREADY A PROFESSOR IN THAT AREA FOR SMEGS SAKE!!).  Ms Griselda explains about the school being their new home for the next 5 years, but it could cease to be if they broke the rules, where upon she would then escort them to the front gate (nothing about frogs or anything else).  That they weren’t there to practice hocus pocus and that they could only use their powers in class under teacher supervision (this entire scene was cut up and spliced in order to fit the new 4Kids dialogue… which was totally lame, by any standards), she then makes an example of Stella, because she blew up the potions lab last year and still won’t be open for another month at the least.  Bloom enquires if Stella really did that, but she says “So? My father paid for all the damages!” (here, 4Kids inserted a small snippet about them staying away from the Witches of Cloud Tower… yah, thanks 4Kids for spoiling the introduction of the Witches later in the episode). Professor DuFour, Palladium, Wizgiz and Head Mistress Faragonda come out and walk towards the students, Faragonda apologises for being late. Ms Griselda introduces her and orders the students to attention. Faragonda tells her that there’s no reason to be so stodgy and says she hopes Griselda hasn’t frightened them too much.  Faragonda welcomes them to Alfea, the best Faery school in the whole of Magix, then jokes that it is the only one in Magix (this entire scene was completely cut out… can’t see a reason)! Faragonda opens the doors and leads the students inside the school for an orientation (yet again, none of that pointless fairy naffness that 4Kids lurve to push); she explains the role of the teachers (yep, not about fighting evil, granting wishes or any other fairy nonsense).

She then tells them that now that now the boring stuff is over that they can go and explore their new surroundings, but to be careful, as there are many dangers about, Stella chirpily makes fun Faragonda of by imitating her next statement, which is to stay away from the Witches of Cloud Tower. Griselda dismisses the students off to find their new dorms and they have free time until dinner, Faragonda says goodbye until tomorrow and makes it known the time classes start and to be punctual (nothing about connecting to their Winx). (Screen Wipe).

Bloom and Stella walk down the hallway to their new dorm, Stella tells her how nice a person Miss Faragonda is.  Bloom asks about the Witches of Cloud Tower, Stella tells her about the 3 schools of Magix, Alfea, Red Fountain Scholl of Specialists and the Witches School of Cloud Tower, also that it would be a good idea to stay clear of them (Nope, Stella does not explain about Winx in this scene)!  They get to the door of Stella’s dorm and find that they are in the same place (obviously she wouldn’t know, so why does she in the 4Kids version? Weird!), Stella points out her room, Bloom is amazed that Stella has her own room but she has a roommate.  Bloom enters and accidentally treads on a vine on the floor, the plant cries out in pain, Bloom apologises to the plant, but Flora insists that she is to blame for leaving her stuff all over the place (no speech about talking plants saving deforestation, more 4Kids nonsense).  Stella comes in, followed closely by Kiko, Stella tells Bloom about the plant then introduces herself, knocking over the plant in the process, the looks down over it in shame (the plant does not speak here).  Bloom introduces herself, but forgets about her assumed identity, Stella gives her a slight nudge, Bloom then hastily says that it’s a name she likes, backs out of the room to look at the door and says that her real name is Veranda of Callisto (not Veranda of Vallisto, just another of those absolutely pointless name changes).  Bloom backs further out the door and into Tecna, who has just arrive and is standing right behind her, Tecna comments on Blooms assumed status and of how far away her realm is (nothing about art or its beaches, that’s just pointless dialogue from 4Kids).  She introduces herself, Stella comes out and says hi, Tecna mentions that she has heard of her, but gets interrupted by Musa who has just come to the dorm door and says “By the way, before you blow up your room, give us time to duck and cover. OK?” the others laugh at the comment, though Stella still proclaims that it was an accident!  Tecna asks how did she get readmitted, Stella remarks that they couldn’t do without someone as gorgeous as her (yup, nothing about the shade of pink or any of the pointless crud in the 4Kids dub).  A cry comes from inside Bloom & Flora’s dorm, Kiko is being held up in the air by the plant, Flora yells at the plant, but Bloom steps in to point out that it was Kiko at fault for trying to eat it and that it was only defending itself.  Stella takes a bowl of soil on the table and brings it over to Kiko, where she spreads some seeds in it and carrots grow almost instantaneously.  Stella suggests on the subject of food; that they should eat out in town as way of celebrating the new school year, Flora remarks that it’d also be a good way to get to know each other! Bloom suggests pizza, but no one knows what pizza is and asks her about it, Bloom says that it was the national dish of Callisto, “more or less” (changed because…. no I don’t know why either). (Screen Wipe)  The girls make their way down the hall, with Ms Griselda spying on them behind a pillar; they leave the building, whilst Griselda watches them from a balcony (this little scene got cut from the 4Kids version). (Fade Out)

A bus travels down a winding road towards a town in the distance (no questions in this scene, that was more useless dialogue in the 4Kids dub).  The bus stops at a station and the girls disembark, with Tecna guiding Bloom as she is covering her eyes.  Bloom asks if she can now open her eyes, Tecna tells her yes and she takes her hands away, but is a little disappointed by what she sees.  Musa asks what was she expecting and Bloom says she was expecting to see dragons, Wizards shops with magic stuff, but Stella tells her that her vision is just fairy-tale nonsense and that everything lives off its own magical energy and magic is everywhere!  A car drives past, almost running over Bloom, but she gets out of the way in time, the driver drives up to a bunch of parked cars, clicks his fingers and a new parking space opens up and parks his car.  Bloom is surprised and Stella says that if she wants to see it, she just has to look, and then Flora announces that they should now eat (nothing about pizza!).
The girls walk down the street, Knut is in a eye-care shop, looking for new glasses, he looks out the window just as they are passing, he can’t believe that he is seeing them and asks the tender if he saw a group of girls walk by, the tender tells Knut that they were students from Alfea.  Knut then runs out of the shop, without paying for the glasses, running down the road, he takes out his cell-phone and calls the Trix’s. Icy answers her phone and angrily snaps at Knut for disturbing them (nothing about turning him into something dumb), but Knut informs her that the faerie and her friends are in the town, Icy can’t believe her luck and that Stella’s sceptre must be theirs. Icy yells at him not to fail or she’d make sure he’d never take his glasses off again (nothing about them meeting him or crushing them into fairy dust, that’s just more nonsense), Knut wincing in fear ensures here that he will not fail them this time (this little bit with Knut at the end was cut from the 4Kids dub… no reason)!

Bloom is confused as to why her phone isn’t working, even though she is dialling the right number.  Tecna asks to have a look, but laughs and proclaims it as being ancient technology and asks Bloom where she got it (nothing about museums, more pointlessness). Bloom says that it’s the latest model, Stella leans in and whispers to her, “On Earth maybe”, Tecna apologises to Bloom that she shouldn’t have laughed as that it was rude of her (which is more polite than what 4Kids came up with).  Back at Bloom’s Earth home, the phone rings and her mother picks it up and is pleased to hear its Bloom on the other end. Bloom tells her mother how great the place is and about her new apartment and friends (though here, 4Kids made Bloom look like a insecure child with her consistently calling home, even though a few seconds ago, we found out that Bloom was unable to call anywhere), she informs her that her courses start tomorrow, but turns around to see Knut walking past the phone booth she’s in, she hurriedly ends the conversation by saying her friends are calling and to give her dad her love.  She quickly exits the booth and catches up with Knut, where she quietly follows behind him.  She realises that Knut is spying on Stella and the others, but loses sight of him as she looks away for a moment (this short scene was cut out completely, but why I don’t know, as it was rather funny). (Cross-fades)

Knut is now in a darkened ally, where he meets up with the Trix, Icy asks for the information, Knut tells them where he saw them.  Bloom is watching from behind some garbage bins, however, Darcy senses Bloom and informs them of her presence.  Darcy makes a spirit clone of herself, but Knut is blocking Bloom’s view so she doesn’t see what is happening and when he finally moves, the clone is left with them. Darcy appears behind Bloom and sends her sprawling from behind her hiding place with a small energy strike and she is forced to face the Trix alone (now, for some reason, 4Kids opted for a very pathetic cartoon ‘Dong’ sound effect for when Bloom hits the floor… oh, and they don’t introduce themselves here either).  Darcy stands over Bloom cackling to herself, Bloom tries to attack them but her magic isn’t under her control properly yet and it doesn’t reach very far.  Icy makes a snide remark at her effort (nothing about Winx… again!) and attacks her with icicles, trapping her, then Darcy strikes her with a more powerful blow than before, which sends her flying backwards into the alley.  Stormy sends a small tornado at Bloom that sucks her up into the vortex and slamming her against the near building (more lame 4Kids sound effects), falling she grabs hold of a ledge and is left dangling at their mercy.  Back at the square, the girls are sat on the fountain, wondering where Veranda (Bloom) is.  Icy uses her icy winds to snatch Bloom from the ledge and flings her into some boxes, where upon landing, Icy freezes Bloom in a block of ice and goes over to gloat at her handiwork… however, the rest of the group turns up and confronts the Trix’s.  Icy is not impressed and tells Knut to have some fun, who then charges at the girls and attempts to pound them.  They transform into their faery forms (the transformation sequence was change to the standard 4Kids cut-job sequence), Stella says, “Now it’s our turn you animals!!” Stormy announces that she is their target (another sequence cut for no reason). Knut makes himself ready to charge again, but Tecna traps him with her ‘Static Sphere’ (not ‘Digital Web’) attack, the Musa follows with her ‘Sonic Blast’ (not ‘Sub-Woofer Blast’, plus really bad music), then Flora with her ‘Golden Pollen’ (again, not ‘Ivy Rope’…why 4Kids had to change the attacks, I don’t think we’ll ever know.  Nearly forgot, they used more lame cartoon sound effects here again) and entangles Knut in a vine, which then sends him flying.  The Trix are embarrassed with Knut’s efforts and resort to dealing with the group themselves.  Icy starts things off by hurtling a barrage of icicles at them, but Tecna shields them using her ‘Firewall’ (FINALLY, a magic term that 4Kids did not change or make up), seeing them being protected, Stormy uses a lightning strike and destroys the shield, sending the girls flying (and more bad 4Kids puns from Stormy).  Icy begins her final attack, even though still dazed by their flight, Stella takes off her ring transforming it into the sceptre, calling out “Solaria” (again, NOT “Sun Power”) and uses its power to escape the oncoming attack, whose force lights up the area surrounding the alley (this, very short, big boom got cut from the 4Kids version… pathetic).  Icy sees they’ve escaped and is very frustrated.  Stella uses her sun power to warm up Bloom (though in the 4Kids version, Stella is made to be very unsympathetic, how nice of them), but calls her by her real name, alerting the other girls, Flora asks Stella “Is there anything we should know about ‘Bloom of Callisto’?” Stella confesses that she wasn’t telling the whole truth about Bloom and that she’ll tell them everything on their way back to Alfea, with Bloom laughing innocently behind her.

Back at Alfea, Stella makes sure that everything is alright for them to sneak back into school, however, a light shines on them, Miss Faragonda and Ms Griselda ask where they have been as they were very worried about them.  Hanging their heads in shame, the girls go onwards to their dorm by command of Faragonda, but Griselda stops Bloom, as she wanted to know what was going on.  Bloom confesses to not being Princess Veranda and reveals her identity and where she really came from, Griselda announces her confirmation (though in the 4Kids version, she was dumb to this fact), but Faragonda steps in for Blooms defence though asks why she lied, Stella confesses that the lie was her idea, Bloom’s tells her that it was alright and tells Faragonda and Griselda of the town she came from.  Griselda can’t believe that she is a being from outside of Realm of Magix, still saddened by being found out, Bloom begs to be allowed to stay as she had always dreamed of becoming a faerie. Griselda momentarily scolds Bloom (nothing about being turned into something slimy, just more of the pointless new 4Kids dialogue), but Faragonda stops her, as she is impressed by her tenacity, honesty and her dream of being a faerie, so she tells her to go to bed, she turns to the group and tells them not to make anymore noise.  The girls salute and in unison say “Yes Ma’am!” then jump and shout with joy.  Faragonda turns to Griselda and expresses her surprise as she had thought that there were no longer faeries on Earth, Griselda agreed, as she believed they had all disappeared centuries ago, which remained the question of who was Bloom!

Up in the dorm, Bloom announces her idea for ‘Winx’ as the name of their new group; Tecna agrees and that it would be good for quick reference.  Stella raises the fact of the three Witches being known as the Trix and tries to come up with a few suggestions for their new name, though Musa blows her suggestion of the ‘Airy Faeries’ away as being terrible.  Flora says that she votes for Winx, Musa and Tecna then both agree.  Bloom is very pleased and she then the gets out her design for the logo, Stella thinks that it is great.  However, Tecna asks what Winx actually meant, but Bloom says that it meant nothing, just Winx! (This entire sequence was cut out from this episode and inserted in episode 4, which is rather daft) (Fade out)
